ON APPELLANT’S MOTION FOR RECONSIDERATION

Appellant requests reconsideration of our recent decision denying some of its
claims. TranLogistics LLC, ASBCA Nos. 61366, 61450, 19-1 BCA §37,330. A
motion for reconsideration is not intended to allow a party to re-argue issues that were
previously raised and decided. Johrn Shaw LLC d/b/a Shaw Building Maintenance,
ASBCA No. 61379, 18-1 BCA 937,026 at 180,294.
